Sandy Rodriguez (BFA, CalArts '97) artist and educator was raised in San Diego, Tijuana and Los Angeles. Her paintings, drawings, installations, and wearable art and are strongly influenced by issues of place, culture and “she-roes.” 

This summer you can see her work in Chicanitas: Small Paintings from the Cheech Marin Collection at Mesa Contemporary Arts in Mesa, AZ or in the fall at the Snite Museum at the University of Notre Dame. Paul Getty Museum where she manages the Education Resource Center, designs and implements hands-on studio programs, and co-authors online and print resources for K-12 teachers. This year her work received the American Association of Museum’s EdCom Award for Excellence in Published Resources for Historical Witness, Social Messaging: A Curriculum for K-12 Teachers.
